

1) The first thing you will have on your poster is a title.  This title will be creative and colorful.  It is the literary term you have been assigned or pick. 

    2)  You will then put a thorough definition of your literary element near the top or in the middle.  Your definition should be from at least two sources.  If possible, tell how your example (see step 3) connects to your literary element. 

EXAMPLE:
Tone: The author or poet's attitude or feeling toward a person, a thing, a place, event or situation. It is also the emotional feeling in the poem/story.

3) The next thing on your poster will be an example of the literary element. 

For example, use a quote from the story Most Dangerous Game to show how your quote shows an example of the literary element.  i.e. this quote shows a lighthearted and bright tone.  The language is positive and the tempo is quick.
EXAMPLE:
Literature Book, pg. 508-509 “Mushrooms”
Mysterious tone, the language is secretive. We are shelves, we are tables, we are meek, we are edible.
Literature Book, pg. 542 “The Tell-Tale Heart”
Frantic and Sinister tone, the language is dark. I held the lantern motionless. I tried how steadily I could maintain the ray upon the eye. Meantime the hellish tattoo of the heart increased.
4) The final piece that you need is a picture that symbolizes the piece of writing or literary elements.
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
